Runyon Sports Complex Baseball/Softball leagues are designed to promote sportsmanship, fundamentals, 

enhance character, and provide a safe and healthy environment for our youth to participate in. 

COACHES/PLAYERS CODE OF CONDUCT 

• Coaches shall never place the value of winning over the safety and welfare of players. 

• Coaches shall instruct players to play within the laws of the game and within the spirit of the game 

always. 

• Coaches/Players shall not seek unfair advantage by teaching or encouraging deliberate unsportsmanlike 

behavior to players. 

• Coaches should not tolerate inappropriate or unsportsmanlike behavior at Games or Training Sessions 

from players or adults regardless of the situation. 

• Violation of League or Tournaments Rosters will result in a forfeit of League or Tournament Games & 2 

Game Suspension for Head Coach. Tournament Violation may result in Removal of event - No Refunds. 

• Coaches should direct Players to seek proper medical attention for injuries and to follow the physician's 

instructions regarding treatment and recovery. 

• Coaches should take an active role in educating their Players about sports nutrition, fitness and about 

prevention of tobacco use. 

• Coaches should educate themselves on a constant basis to provide their Players with the highest-level 

instruction possible. 

• Coaches should always place the Player’s development first and place Team success second. 

• Games, Tournaments, and Practice Schedules are subject to change. 

• Alcohol, Tobacco, & Vapes are Prohibited on the Fields and in the Dugouts. 

 

RESPONSIBILITY TO UMPIRES 
 

• Officials must have the support of Coaches, Players and Spectators. Coaches must always refrain from 

criticizing Umpires in the presence of Players or Spectators. 

• Professional respect, before, during and after each Game, should be mutual. There should be NO 

demeaning or threatening dialogue or gestures between Umpire, Coaches or Players. 

PARENT CODE OF CONDUCT 

I hereby pledge to provide positive support, care and encouragement for my child participating at 

Runyon Sports Complex by following this Parent Code of Conduct Pledge: 

• I will not yell at or argue with umpires. 

• I will not behave negatively at games and I will treat umpires, coaches, field directors, opposing 

parents, and opposing players with respect. 

• I will learn the rules of the sport. 

• I will encourage good sportsmanship by demonstrating positive support for all players, coaches, staff, 

and umpires at every game, practice or other event. 

• I will never use profanity. 

• I will place the emotional and physical well-being of my child ahead of a personal desire to win. 

• I will insist that my child play in a safe and healthy environment. 

• I will support coaches and umpires working with my child, to encourage a positive and enjoyable 

experience for all. 

• Players will not be released from a roster until all charges/team fees are paid in full.  

• Violation of any policies may result in removal from the team/program without a refund of fees.
